The Nimoy Emerging Artists Publication Series continues and transforms a legacy the Nimoys originally
established in 2002, through the establishment of the Nimoy Fund for Emerging Artists at MOCA. That
gift has already supported more than a dozen exhibitions, each being an artist’s first solo museum show.
Artists include Sterling Ruby, Alexandra Grant, Lecia Dole-Recio, Florian Maier-Aichen, Eric Wesley,
among many others. The Nimoy Fund will now support the Nimoy Emerging Artists Publication Series.
